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History:

In 1992 a group of Dallas, Texas parents met to discusa the ne
experiences ranged from home school to private Christian school, as well as traditional public and public charter school.

They prayerfully agreed to work together to start a new school, one that incorporated positive aspects from these other

models, yet one that had its own special set of distinctives, most importantly active parent involvement. The result was the

formation of Grace Preparatory Academy in Arlington, Texas, a parent-led education model that today serves 3-12h grades.

Grace Prep is a unique private Christian school that utilizes a university-type schedule and a teacherparent integrated
instructional approach while enabling strong ties between parents and their children. This school became the first concrete
expression of the new educational model called University-Model School (UMS) in which two proven elements of educational
success- the professional classroom instruction of a teacher and the caring at-home mentoring of a parent — are combined
into a single, unified college-simulated program.

In response to many inquiries from across the country for information on how their school functio ned and how to start one
of these schools, Grace Prep began holding summer seminars for those interested in possibly starting a school in their
hometown. In 2003 they organized this effort into a separate ministry called NAUMS (National Association of Uni versity
Model Schools www.naums.net).

It was during the summer of 2003 that one of Cornerstone’s fou
organization. Excited and encouraged by what was seen, shéegan praying for like-minded families who might be interested

in starting a UMS school on the west side of Cobb County, GA. Early December of 2003 brought dgether several families

with an interest in considering being a part of this new school. It was in late January of 2004, that a group of six families

met together to form a new school, Cornerstone Preparatory Academy.

Cornerstone Prep is a unique educational model designed to bring together the best attributes of traditional schooling with
the beg attributes of home schooling and integrate them into one model. The immediate goal is quality, cost-effective,
college preparatory education accomplished in a way that gives parents more time for imparting the faith and values they
hold precious. Cornerstone Prep integrates the parents, working one-on-one with their students in partnership with highly
qualified professional instructors to gain better academic and spiritual development in each student. Cornerstone
Preparatory Academy was officially incorporated on February 4, 2004 with six Founding Families creating the Founding
Families Academy Board. The school opened for the first day of classes in August 2004.

The name Cornerstone was chosen based on Ephesians 2:192, which describes what the Founding Families pray will be a
description of the future of this academy:

University -Model Schooling (UMS) was developed as a result of two guiding concerns: tooffer students the opportunity to
acquire a high degree of academic achievement and to preserve and strengthen the Goedrdained family relationships in
which the Christian faith is most effectively fostered. The structure in which these two concerns are brought together,
University -Model Schooling, provides an academically challenging education while integrating the home and school in the
common goal of discipling students.

The key to success for the UMS model is the integration of a biblically based, paentally guided, Christian faith and a sound,
teacher-facilitated, academic environment. The Bible gives parents authority and responsibility for raising their children

with the goal of becoming disciples of Jesus Christ. In matters of education, that parental authority and responsibility,
although not surrendered, may be shared with an educational institution when the parents consider it desirable or necessary.
In such cases, a universitymodel school will assist, and not supplant, parents in their work of training and educating their
children.

First , because Cornerstone is a universitymodel Christian school, parent involvement is essential and includes a vital
spiritual element. Therefore, as a condition of acceptance to the school, the parents of each student applying for admission

character development within each family. Cornerstone wants to keepparents confident, competent, encouraged, and
involved with their children. The academy will strive to continually look for meaningful ways to help parents become better
equipped and knowledgeable through Parent University  seminars, suggested reading materials, and by having staff
available for consultation.

Second, Cornerstone will be proactive with instruction in godly character traits . Materials will be integrated throughou t
the curriculum that will highlight godly character traits, including scripture and biographical examples. Teachers and
parents will partner to reinforce these in daily living.

Third, while students are at school, Cornerstone understands that parents have entrusted the school to provide things such

as order, respect, safety, proper supervision, academic honesty, and a uniform dress code. Th&niform Code , the

Student & Parent Code s of Conduct , and the Student Discipline Policies are designed to communicate clearly to
families and students the school’ s ex pspasosedeavents.sThesehpolicies wil t u
be administered from a character growth point of view, and not just a punishment point of view.

Admissions:

Cornerstone Prep makes available individual courses for parents to select for their children, and only those children accepted
for admission may register for the courses offered. Each student who registers for courses at Cornerstone will have a
transcript on file with the school, and a copy of this transcript will be made available to the parents upon request.
Cornerstone is accountable only for the courses taken at CPA. Any course instruction received at other schools or instructio
provided through home education is the responsibility of the parent.

Student Code of Conduct

encourage the development of Christian relationships among its students. Therefore, it is important that specific guidelines

regarding behavior while attending the academy be set. While on-campus concerns are primary, the acadeny does reserve

the right to address any off-campus conduct deemed to be significantly impacting on-campus relationships and/or the

learning environment.

If the Code of Conduct could be reduced to one word it would beHONOR. As an academy we want to colletively honor
God, honor each other, as well as the facility we use.

1. Students should show respect to adults at all times. A title (Mr., Mrs. Coach, etc.) should therefore be used when
addressing an adult. Students are expected to show prompt and cheerfliobedience in the classroom the first time
something is asked of them. No disrespectful words or actions, including non-verbal communication, is allowed.

2. Students should treat each other with respect, kindness, purity, and compassion just as God commandsus in
Matthew 7:12 and 2 Timothy 2:22.
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3. The academy operates on an honor system with its students. This means that students are expected to be truthful,
honest, and upright in their words and actions as a matter of personal conscience and beliefs. Violatons of the
honor system (consistent lying, dishonesty, impure speech or behavior) in matters pertaining to any facet of school
life — academics, activities, and personal relationships— can result in consequences that lead toward expulsion.
(For more info rmation see Disciplinary Actions in Response to Major Misconduct)

4. The school facility and grounds should be kept clean, orderly, and in a manner that shows an attitude of
gratefulness. No gum or candy in the facility. Eating only in designated areas.

5. There will be no horseplay, running, or rough play during or between classes.

6. Use of profanity, worldly slang, or vulgar colloquialisms in spoken or written form, or the use of offensive gestures is
not permitted at any time, whether on campus or at CPA sponsaed events.

7. Public displays of affection such as handholding, kissing, etc. are not permitted.

8. Students should not bring electronic devices, video games, recorders, cameras, laser pointers or video games to
school unless specific permission is given by he school administration. Laptops are permitted for high school
students, with restrictions.

9. Tobacco products, illicit drugs, alcohol, or weapons are not allowed on campus or at any schoolsponsored event.

10. Students are to be in class or study hall while oncampus. No loitering on school premises.

11. Any property brought to school may, with cause, be subject to search and seizure. This includes vehicles.

12. Quiet talk and good manners are to be the visible standard during lunch-time.

13. Cyberbehavior: Speech & expession on blogs, websites, instant messaging, texts, etc. that is considered
inconsistent with the Student Code of Conduct will be addressed by administration. Parents are encouraged to be
aware of and monitor their chidrd’tso encetctjreomp ar dciozmemutnh ec astti wo
the academy.

14. Although students may bring cell phones to school, they are required toturn them off and leave them in their back
pack or purse and are not to use them during school hours.

15. The t e ac heemputsr, pdree sbkefcase, grade book and other belongings are personal property and will be
treated as such by students and will not be touched without permission

Parental Code of Conduct:

Just as students at CPA are held accountable for their words ad actions, so too are the parents of those students-
particularly regarding communication between home and school. Parents should model humility, gentleness, and spiritual
maturity to their students by treating the CPA staff and faculty with respect, bo th publicly and privately. If a parent acts or
speaks in an unkind or disrespectful manner to any faculty or staff member, the matter will be taken up by the Administrator,
who according to biblical instruction will give the offending party an opportunity to repent and ask forgiveness of the
offended party. This is to encourage grace and unity. If the offending party is unwilling to comply with these guidelines, the
student(s) of that parent or parents may be withdrawn from the academy, or barred from ad mission the following semester.
In severe cases of slander or disrespect, a recommendation can be made to the CPA Board for immediate expulsion of the
student(s) whose parents are unwilling to walk in a biblical manner in their relationship with CPA facul ty and staff members.
This Parental Code of Conduct also applies to CPA sponsored events.

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Student Discipline Procedures

Train up a child in the way he should go, even when h eis old
he will not depart from it. (Proverbs 22:6)

The keys to discipline are that the child must feel loved, that he knows and accepts the boundaries of behavior, and that he
sees the proper direction in which to head to avoid repeated wrong decisions. The key to discipline for a school is that it gives
its children support and direction while also working in harmony with the home.

As the need arises, the school may also employ mild forms of reproof, rebuke, and correction (under no circumstances does

the academy practice spanking or corporal punishment) in order to encourage cooperation among the student body. The

academy will control the impact of serious discipline problems by limiting or withdrawing the participation privileges of

consistently uncooperative students.

As a university-model school, the academy feels that the school staff is primarily responsible to utilize mild forms of reproof,

rebuke, and correction for the purpose of sound classroom management and that the parents are primarily responsible for
dealing with discipline problems on an ongoing or more serious nature.

General Discipline Policy Guidelines:

Behavior that needs to be corrected usually falls within these categories:

Disruptive -  Disrespectful - Dishonest - Disobedient - Dangerous

1. Inmost cases, a distinction will be made between elementary and secondary students in specific policies governing
disciplinary procedures, since it is assumed that a greater degree of seldiscipline and good conduct should be
expected from secondary students.

2. Any and all secondary discipline cases referredto the office are to be accompanied by a discipline form.

3. Any discipline matter deemed to be of an urgent or potentially dangerous nature shall be brought immediately to
the attention of the administration. It will not be necessary to notify the administration immediately of discipline
problems of a routine or non-serious nature. Such problems will be handled at such times and in such a manner as
shall be convenient to the administration.

4. The student shall be given an opportunity to correct his own behavior following the first offense of a routine or non -
serious nature, and the parents shall not be notified unless the student or staff member involved specifically
requests that they be notified. The parents shdl be notified of any subsequent offenses. A copy of the relevant
discipline referral form shall be sent to them for this purpose, and the parents will be asked to acknowledge receipt,
indicating that they have read and understood it.

5. An administrative s taff member will personally attend to serious, urgent, or potentially dangerous discipline
matters, and the parents will always be notified in such cases. The administrative staff member shall have a broad
range of personal authority to act in such cases,including but not limited to suspension of the student from regular
school activities.

6. Should repeated or serious first-time violations of the student code of conduct occur, a student may be suspended or
expelled.

7. Conduct will be noted on the report card (not transcript) by S (satisfactory) or N (needs improvement).

Disciplinary Actions to Minor Misconduct:

CLASSROOM DISCIPLINE:

The classroom teacher is normally the closest to any discipline issue that arises. While teachers have the opportunity to
exercise discretion with each occurrence of a discipline issue in class, they should normally and regularly apply the following
procedure to maintain consistency in their own classroom and throughout the school, according to our Code of Conduct.
(This procedure is also to be followed by any substitute or volunteer teacher or assistant when they are acting with the
delegated authority of CPA).
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1st Offense: 1. Firm and loving rebuke that identifies inappropriate behavior.
2. Teacher records rebuke in the behavior section of RenWeb, thus notifying parents.
3. Parent acknowledges receipt by the following day.
2nd Offense: 4. Repeat stepsn 15t offense with notice that the next offense for the same or similar discipline
results in an office visit.
3rd Offense: 5. Repeéasteps aboveand the student will be sent to the office with a Discipline Report.
This initial rebuke in the classroom offers the student

his parents and the Lord with his obedience and a good response to correction. (Prov. 17:10). It also alerts parents to
potential problems, especially in regard to attitude, and helps them assume final responsibility for the correction of their
child (Eph. 6:4).

OFFICE VISIT DISCIPLINE:

There are five basic behaviors which will result automatically in an office visit:

1. Disrespect shown to any staff member or peer, whether in the form of a look, a response, or an action.
The staff member will be the judge of whether disrespect has been shown. (Ex. 20:12, Prov. 6:1617,
Rom 13:1, 7)

2. Dishonesty in any situation, including lying, cheating, forger vy, or stealing. (Ex 20:15-16, Proverbs
6:16-17, 19)

3. Disobedience whether through outright rebellion or passive disobedience in response to
instructions.(Col. 3:20 and 1 Sam 15:23)

4. Disruptive behavior through the use of obscene, vulgar, profane or malicious language or action,

including swearing, taki n gcallng, erfoll telk/Kkes eta (Exodus 20:f,
Eph 4:29-31 and 5:4)

5. Dangerous behavior that shows malice or intent to harm another person or self, including fighting,
shoving, tripping, etc. (James 4:1 and 1 Cor. 13:5)

Normally during an office visit, the Administrator or Character Dean will:

1. Investigate and determine the nature of the offense.
2. Seek to give godly and biblical counsel to the student (1 Tim 3:16)
3. Contact the parent through RenWeb, phone or Discipline Notice sent home.

4. After the parents have dealt with the offense at home, theparents should notify the
administration (through RenWeb , phone or signature on the Discipline Notice) that they
have done so.

5. Should there be repeated discipline issues, parents will be contacted to meet with
administration, seeking support in averting further problems.

6. Continued discipline issues will result in suspension or expulsion as described in Major
Misconduct.

Disciplinary Actions to Major Misconduct:

1. SUSPENSION (can be administered by either the school administration or the CPA Board)

a. Suspension from all classes and activities with permission to make up work.
b. Suspension from all classes and activities with no permission to make up work.

c. Durations
1 One Day
1 Two Days (any combination of two successive weekdays)
1  Three Days (any combination of three successive weekdays)
1 Five Days (any five successive weekdays)

d. Suspensions may carry with them any number of requirements that the administration and/or board deem
appropriate. Failure to meet those requirements can extend the duration of the suspension or lead to
expulsion considerations.
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2. EXPULSION (can only be administered by the CPA Board)

a. Expul sion without permission to appeal. Expul si on mus
b. Expulsion with permission to appeal.

1 If the family wishes to appeal, they must submit their formal request for readmission in writing,
stating their reasons for wanting to negotiate a new and more restricted admission agreement
with CPA.

1 If the formal request is accepted, the student may continue to receive class assignments while
the appeal is pending. Both parents (unless the parent is single) and the student must schedule
a time to appear before the Board to discuss the appeal.

1 Re-admittance, if granted, may only be on the condition that the family obligates itself to a new
and revised admi ssion agreement, complete with th
restrictive measures, and future accountabilities. Failure to keep the new agreement can result
in automatic forfeiture of the student’s admissio

1 Ifthe new agreement is kept faithfully and without incident, the student may apply to have the
record of expulsion deleted from the permanent record at the end of that school year or at a
time later than that if the Board deems it appropriate to the situation.

Absence - UNPLANNED/Make Up Work:

When a student has an unplanned absence, parents should call the school to let the office know abut the absence and to
make arrangements for picking up any papers needed to work at home.

When a student returns, parents should send in a note expl aini
on a home school day. Only those absencesr incomplete work due to iliness or circumstances beyond the immediate

control of the student or his/her parents will normally be considered excused. When a student returns to school after an

unplanned absence, they should bring in the work due the day d their absence and be ready to take any tests from the day

absent and those for their day of return. Exceptions may be made on an individual basis due to multiple absences, or iliness

that has kept a student from working at home, in which case the student will need extra time to complete assignments. This

is generally a day to makeup work per each day absent.

A student is considered absent if they miss the first 20 minutes of class.
When a student misses class, the teacher deposits any assignment shegtind paperwork handed out in class in the
Homework File in the school office. Parent can stop by the office at the end of the day and pick up any work the student

will need before the next class. Should a teacher fail to deposit paperwork handed out inclass, the teacher will not expect
coursework assigned on that paperwork to be due the next class period the student returns.
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Absence - PLANNED:

When a student’'s family is planning an ab sleénotdyeh e(teaches.andthec at i on,
office in writing at least two weeks in advance, using the Planned Absence Form available on the CPA website This is

required to provide adequate time for teachers to prepare assignments for the absence, although teachers are not requed to

have completed lesson plans before their normal deadline (Thursday midnight- elementary and Friday midnight —

secondary).

Elementary students are responsible for gathering assignments that will be missed, and are responsible for turning them in
when they return to school. The student should be prepared to join the class where it is currently working

when he/she returns. This includes being prepared for tests, reports, and any other assignments pending, unless other
arrangements have been made betveen home teacher and classroom teacher.

Secondary studentsare responsible for gathering assignments that will be missed, and are responsible for turning them in

when they return to school. Tests and projects should be made up prior to the absenceorat he t eacher ' s discret
student should be prepared to join the class where it is currently working when he/she returns. This includes any other

assignments pending, unless other arrangements have been made between home and teacher and classroomaeher.

When a student will be absent from class due to participation in a Cornerstone sponsored activity, teachers will be
notified in advance. Teachers may then expect homework due that day to be turned in before or on the due date through the
teacher boxes in the office. ~See Activities section  for absences affecting extracurriculars.

Academic Advising:

All students entering high school are required to undergo academic advising o establish a diploma plan. Copies of all high
school grades or transcripts will be required at this meeting. Students not planning to graduate from Cornerstone must still
confer with the Academic Advisor in order to clarify their purposes for attending Cornerstone Prep. Any requests for transfe r
credits may need to beassessed before a new student is allowed to register.

Academic Dishonesty:

Significance and Purpose

One of the major goals of this academy is to aid parents and other Christian ministries in making disciples of the students
admitted to the academy. We also wish to provide our students with a high quality academic education, which we
understand in terms of real spiritual, intellectual, and emotional growth. Among other things, this demands that we require
our students and their parents to adhere to high standards of personal integrity, and provide corrective disciplinary action
when they fail to do so. Academic dishonesty in any form is both a serious breach of personal integrity, and a serious
hindrance to real student learning. Because of this, the academy has developed this policy, which is intended to curb, and
when necessary, correct academic dishonesty, to better help the institution minister to the needs of its students.

Definitions

1. General: Academic dishonesty is broadly defined as any attmpt on the part of a student or parent, whether realized
or not, to falsely represent the student’s | evel of achiev
element of that course. This includes but is not limited to:

a. Claiming or indicati ng in any form or fashion that the student has fulfilled any assignment or other
academic responsibility, such as reading assigned texts or engaging in assigned study, when in fact he has
not done so.

b. Using any assistance, including but not limited to copying the work of other students, in taking quizzes,
tests, or examinations without the direct and explicit authorization of the course instructor.

c. Using any resources, including but not limited to solution manuals and teacher edition textbooks, other
than those authorized by the teacher in writing papers, preparing reports, solving problems, or completing
other course assignments.

d. Obtaining quizzes, tests, exams, or other academic materials created by or belonging to an instructor, other
staff member, the academy itself, or previously enrolled students, without the authorization of the teacher.

e. Engaging in plagiarism, “the knowing or negligent use
or unpublished work of another person without fulland clearac k nowl edgement . ”

f.  Altering a graded paper or project for the purpose of disputing the accuracy of a grade.

g. Collaborating with another student/s during any quiz, test, exam, or fulfillment of any other academic
assignment.
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2. Specific: The following guidelines define more specifically ways of avoiding academic dishonesty.

a. All quizzes, tests, and exams, whether conducted in the classroom or some other location, must be taken at
a single sitting and without outside assistance, including but not limited to books, notes, other individuals,
reference works, and audio or visual media, unless an exception is given in writing by the teacher on an
assignment sheet or the test itself.

b. Homework should be done by the student alone and without assistance, including but not limited to
information provided in teacher edition textbooks, unless such assistance is authorized either orally or in
writing by the teacher, or by the CPA catalog’s descri
may grant such authorization at any time and for any duration to all of the students in the class or to
selected students only, provided the teacher feels it is in the best educational interest of the student/s
receiving such authorization.

c. Major papers and projects should be completed only by the student, or the members of a student group,
without assistance except as explicitly authorized by the teacher, either orally in class or in writing on an
assignment sheet when granted for work completed outside of the classroom setting.

Enforc ement

1. Discovery & Determination of Academic Dishonesty: Determination of academic dishonesty may be made by the
teacher of the course. Other school officials, including proctors or substitutes, may alert the teacher to the
possibility if they become aware of dishonesty. Once the teacher has determined that academic dishonesty has
taken place, he shall inform the student(s), as well as the relevant school officials, and shall impose the penalties as
described below.

2. Appeals Process: Should a student wsh to appeal the determination of the teacher, he must request in writing a
hearing with the administrator, who will arrange for a conference with the student, one or both parents, and the
teacher. The administrator, after hearing and weighing the evidence, will render a decision. Should the student
desire to appeal that decision, he must request in writing a hearing before the Academic Affairs Committee. The
same evidence shall be presented to the committee. Should new evidence arise, the matter would gback to the
administrator for a new hearing. The decision of the Academic Affairs Committee will be made by committee
members, excluding the administrator and any other member who was part of the earlier decision. In all cases, the
decision of the Acadenic Affairs Committee will be final. If the student is found to have been academically
dishonest the penalties described below will be imposed.

3. The intent of these penalties is to (a) act as a deterrent against such conduct, and (b) to protect the intgrity of
grades awarded by this academy. Discretion in these penalties may be exercised by the teacher, in consultation with
school officials, in the event that a student voluntarily acknowledges academic dishonesty rather than being
discovered. Otherwise the penalties described below are to be given automatically.

a. First Offense: A first offense will result in (1) a written warning from the teacher to both the student & his
parents, (2) a grade of zero for the assignment involved, and (3) a copy of thewritten warning sent to the
school administration.

b. Second Offense: A second offense will result in (1) a written warning from the administrator to both the
student & his parents, (2) a grade of zero for the assignment involved, (3) a conference betweente
administrator and the parents, (4) a writing assignment for the student in which he investigates and
reports on Biblical instruction regarding honesty and integrity.

c. Third Offense: A third offense will result in (1) a one day suspension from school, (2) a grade of zero for
the assignment involved, (3) placement of the student on academic probation which shall remain in effect
until two full semesters have passed with no further incidence of cheating, and (4) removal of all
participation privileges for e xtracurricular activities.

d. Fourth Offense: A fourth offense will result in expulsion from the academy.

Academic Parent Roles:

There are approximately nine different roles that parents serve in a UMS school. Each specific academic class will emphasize

only one of those roles as primary. I n most cases, though not
increase, coinciding with a student’s natur al path toward gr ea
under parental guidance and mentoring. The identified parent roles are:

Primary Teacher

This role is usually for parents with young elementary students. The parents provide all or most of the direct instruction. The
parents might choose to have teir child take some electives or one or two academics at Cornerstone, but the majority of the
instruction is done at home.
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Co-Instructor

Courses that use a ceinstructor role are primarily in the elementary area, Language Arts in particular.

Language Ats often encompasses more study time than any other subject in the elementary grades, and as a result,
responsibilities are often divided between the classroom teacher and the parentteacher. For example, the responsibility for
spelling review may be turned over completely to the parent. The classroom teacher simply provides the list and handles the
testing for purposes of accountability. Little or no central classroom time is used to review spelling since it can be donemore
effectively one-on-one at home.

Private Tutor

Many elementary academic courses design this role for the parent. Courses involving this role are made successful because
each student has a private tutor (the parent) at home, who is willing and ready to assist. Parents will receive nstructions
from the classroom instructor on a regular basis outlining homework assignments, follow -up study/instruction over covered
material, and any preparation or review needed for their next class.

Guide for Dependent Study i 7th/g th

Students in the -8 grades will begin to assume some independence from the parent in the completion of assignments.

Parents should read each assignment sheet, structure time and place for completing the assignments, offer assistance as

needed, and verify that eachassignment is completed. Parents should understand that assignment sheets will no longer

contain detailed instructions for the parent concerning the completion of assignments, since students will be expected to

learn how to receive verbal instructions and record this through notes. Parents may contact teachers to verify instructions;

however, they should reinforce with students the expectation for this skill to be developed. Parents may spotcheck work to

check for understanding the practiced concept,but s houl d not “pregrade” assighments. Te
independent practice as an indicator of whether or not there is a need for re-teaching the concept.

Guide for Dependent Study i 9th/1Qth

Students in the 9t-10" grades will require supervision to help them develop disciplined study habits and personal

responsibility for the completion of assignments in a timely manner. Parents will supervise student wor k and discuss

content as required. Parents should provide opportunity for indepen dence based on the maturity and success of their

student s. | f students have problems turning work in on time o
responsibility to enforce stricter accountability and provide the extra help that is neede d — either by the parent or a tutor.

Parents are responsible for monitoring student grades as a ref
course.

Guide for Independent Study T 11h/12

Students in the 1I-12 grades study independently, as required in post-secondary education programs. Parents should be
available to assist as needed with organization, accountability, and spiritual guidance. In some courses, the student may
need a tutor to help with home assignments if the parent is unable to review the material. Although the parental role
changes as the student matures, parental involvement is still expected by teachers in these final years of high school.

Course Monitor

Some courses (like art, foreign language, music) will involve equipment or expertise that necessitate that teaching be done in

the classroom and leave little instruction for the parent at home. This role, therefore, will require the least amount of ti me by

the parent, but its importance must not be understate d. The primary responsibility of the parents is to track the progress of

their son or daughter and to monitor how well he/she is doing.
studies and should inform the instructor if problems should d evelop.

Project Assistant

Parent involvement is needed, but not on a regular basis. This role is in many respects similar to that of the Course Monitor
but will be needed one or more times during the semester for specific projects. Drama courses, for eample, might involve
additional help for student costuming, working on sets, etc.

Interactive Discussion/Discipleship

In courses utilizing this role, parents are expected to interact with their student on teacher -directed topics throughout the
semester. Students will then reflect on those interactions through class discussions and written assignments. These courses
are designed in such a way as to place emphasis on the parerstudent relationship by emphasizing and reinforcing the
values parents are teading within their home, especially issues that are of importance during the teen years.

Accreditation & Affiliation:

Cornerstone Preparatory Academyis accredited through SACS/AdvanceEd (Southern Association of Colleges &Schools).
Accreditation allows students to transfer credits easily, and allows full -time students to be candidates for HOPE scholarships
and Joint Enrollment. Cornerstone Prep is also a member of and certified by NAUMS (National Association of University
Model Schools) and is a memberof ACSI (Association of Christian Schools International).
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AP Classes:

CPA offers Advanced Placement (AP) classes by invitatiodapplication . Students who show aptitude on their PSAT will be
considered for AP classwork. There will be an additional charge and additional work for AP classes. AP classes are not
eligible for Drop/Add. The transcript will reflect that the course taken was AP.

AP exams are administered in the spring on a day and time required by the College Board. There is a charge ttake these
exams. Students who are sitting for an AP exam will be exempted from the normalspring class final exam in that class.

Assignment Sheets:

Assignment Sheets will be posted on RenWeb each week for parents and students to view & print from hme.

Elementary : posted by Thursday midnight for the next week. Secondary : postedby Friday midnight for the next week.
High school students have the option of having their own personal email address attached to their parents. This allows high
school students to receive assignment emails from their teacher should their parent not be available. No emails will be sent
from teacher to student without parents also receiving the email.

Attendance Requirement:

Because Cornerstone Prepclasses are set up byhe semesterrather than the year, the standard minimum attendance is set by
the semester (.5 Unit) rather than by the year. Students must regularly attend classes to successfully complete a course.

Attendance Requirements

Secondary students maynot be absent for more than six days during a 17 -week semester in a standard Cornerstone
Prep course (which meets three times per week). Elementary students may not be absent more thantwo days during a
semester for a course meeting one day a week , or more than four days during a semester for a course meeting

two days a week.  Students failing to meet these attendance requirements will not be recognized as having completed the
course (meaning they will be awarded a grade of incomplete). In most cases, a failurd¢o successfully complete a course
because of excessive absences will also prevent a student from being able to register for the next course in the sequence.
Removal of the incomplete can be done by the granting of a variance, or by makeup course work prescribed by the school.

A variance to this requirement may be granted by the administration to a properly enrolled student when that student has

been unable to meet the attendance requirements of the course or courses in which he/she is enrolled due ta@ircumstances

beyond the family’s control (such as extended illness), provid
overseeing his/her work, achieved minimum mastery of the course content, as defined by the school and curriculum policies

and standards. Any cases in which the administration is in doubt concerning the appropriateness of granting a variance to

this policy may be referred to the Academic Officefor consideration.

Required School Days

Elementary students are normally provided with 85-86 of the required 90 school days per semester. Parents will need to
supplement the remaining days each semester with field trips or other academic work to meet the state attendance standard.

Secondarystudents are normally provided with 86 -87 of the required 90 school days per £mester. Summer Reading & Math

Review packets bring the total to 90 days per semester. No additional days are required to meet the state attendance
standard.

Auditing of Classes:

The academy does not allow the audliting of classes. Any student enrolled in any class at the academy will receive a grade
reflecting his level of achievement in the class.
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Community Service

CPA does not require that students completely community service as a graduation requirement. However, it is strongly
encouraged due to the fact that colleges and universities look favorably upon students who have taken the initiative to engag
in these types of opportunities when it has not been required of them by their school.

Cornerstone Vir _ tual Academy

Cornerstone Prep will make available a variety of virtual (online) classes to our students. The availability of taking virtu al
classes allows us to have a broader option of classes and add additional AP classes. It also allows us to offdasses that meet
at a time that works for the student if our regular classes ar

Our purpose in offering these virtual classes is to provide a virtual option that is not only academically strong, but also has a

strong Biblical worldview incorporated. There are a myriad of virtual classes available across the nation, but very few that

incorporate the Biblical worldview that is so important to our school. These classes will integrate wisdom and teachin g from

God’'s Word coupled with high academic standards. Al classes
accreditation as well as ACSI endorsement with the courses provided through a partnership with Sevenstar Academy.

The normal course charges apply to virtual classes ($125 per semester hour). Registration for virtual classes does not involve

an additional registr ation fee. The majority of the virtual classes do not require a purchased book or material fee.

Cornerstone Prep, however, will assess a $25 virtual administrative fee for each virtual class each semester rathr than a

material fee since Cornerstone Prepwi | | be overseeing the student’s progress.

Virtual classes may be taken during the school day usinga Study Hall (at normal study hall charge) on campus OR done
completely at home. Al'l earned course credit becomes at part o
All CVA courses are governed by Cornerstone Prep academic policies.

CVA is open to current Comerstone Prep high school students with classes available for the following purposes: schedulig

conflicts, AP classes CPA doesn t o feflieracqvery, and electives CPA doesh t of fer . A student may
two online classes per semester Enroliment in CVA classes is subjectto Academic Dean approval and requires a CVA

advisement meeting with student and parent.

Exams:

Content tests will be given at the end of each semester for all secondary courses (with the exception of/8 th electives).

High school students have the option to exempt one of their semester finals (exams only — not projects or AP examg if the
following conditions are met:
1. Lessthan 3 absences during the semester.
2. Less than 3 tardies during the semester.
3. Final semester average of 90 or above.
4. Complete the “Exemption Form” with signature of parent &
prior to exams.
5. Jr. High students taking advanced classes may not exempt exams until they are classified as a high school
student.

Grading:

General Perspectives

This academy will strive to view and publicly present grades not as a commentary on the relative worth or value of the
individual, but rather as an accurate reflection of the quality of his work in a given subject at a given time. While many today
do indeed use grades for the purpose of classifying students, we are committed to avoiding this tendency. At CPA, grades
serve four basic purposes: 1) to help us teach, rebuke, correct and train, 2) to help us in th@rogressive placement of
students at a level and in the subjects responsive to their needs, background, and abilities, 3) to provide us with a justand
legitimate means of holding students accountable for the quality of their work, and 4) to provide u s with an ongoing and
widely understood means of communicating a student’'s relative
college entrance boards or other schools to which the student may transfer. We must establish just and objectivestandards
which are based on legitimate accomplishment against reasonable expectations of what a student should be able to
accomplish. It also means that we will make the effort to place students properly, basing such placement upon their
background and abilities rather than only their chronological age. Finally, it means that students will receive (or not receive)
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credit based upon what they have (or have not) done relative to a common standard, rather than upon individual
considerations (such as learning disabilities).

The grading standards themselves will be oriented toward the work of the student rather than the student himself. They will
be objective and evenly applied within a given class. They will also allow for individual differences by defining minimum
passing standards in terms that allow for a range of acceptable achievement. They will recognize the age/grade level of the
students and the appropriate level of expectation. The ultimate purposes of these standards will be to define what oughtto
be, as opposed to what is, and so give the student and his parents valid and meaningful feedback, to encourage a disciplined
approach to academic study, and to encourage the student to progress in his learning and achievement.

Grading Standards and G rade Point

Courses at CPA are graded on a scale of-Q00. The course grade itself represents a percentage of content mastery, which is
then used to determine the grade value of individual courses. The grade value of a given course is calculated by ceerting
the course grade (0-100) to a percentage value. For example, if a student receives 85 of 100 points available, his grade is
85%. All elementary grades  will be given as a percentage rather than a letter grade. (Elementary electives may be graded
with S=Satisfactory or U=Unsatisfactory.) The letter grade equivalents are as follows:

A grade of 90-100 = A
A grade of 80-89 = B
A grade of 7479 = C
A grade of 7073 = D
Agrade of 0-69 = F

The academy recogrizes the difference in elementary grade reports (given in percentages) and the need for a Grade Point
Average (GPA) for secondary students. The academy also recognizes the difference in rigor between stadard, honors and
AP courses for secondary studentsby weighting honors & AP courses in the GPA. The following grade points apply for
secondary courses.Honors courses receive .5 extra quality points. AP courses receive 1.0 extra quality points.

No course grades in excess of 100% (A or 4 points) are awarded, although a cumulative GPA over 4 is possible due to the
differential between standard and honors courses. No grade points are awarded for any failed course, even though the course
may have apercentage grade value above 0, since no credits are earned for a failing grade of 869. Other grades recognized
by the academy are WP (withdrew passing) and WF (withdrew failing). A student may drop a course as late as one week
following the first six weeks in any given semester without having the dropped course affect his or her GPA or appear on his
or her transcript. Should he or she drop a course after this time but before the final exam, a record of his or her enrollment

will appear on the transcri pt and he or she will receive a grade of WP (withdrew passing) or WF (withdrew failing). This

grade wil|l have no i mpact on the student’s GPA. Students who
of the administration, receive grades of | (incomplete) for all courses dropped at the time of withdrawal. Grades of WP or
WF are not calculated into the student’'s GPA at any time, nor

determination of a student’'s GPA.

Specific criteria for assessing grades in any given course will be defined by the instructor in that course. All such criteria
must honor any standards, requirements or limitations imposed by curriculum guides and other relevant policies for the
establishment of grading criteria within a given course. No individual extra credit is allowed.

Academic Standing

Students must earn a semester GPA (grade point average) of 2.00 (7479% for elementary) or above each semester they are
in attendance at the academy to remain in good academic standing. A student whose semester GPA falls below 2.00 at the
completion of the semester may at the discretion of the Academic Dean, be placed oracademic probation . A student
placed on academic probation must raise his/her GPA to a 2.00 or above (as indicated on progress reports or the final grade
report) to return to good academic standing. If a student should earn a GPA less than 2.00 for two consecutive semesters,
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he/she may be blocked from further enrollment in classes at the acadeny, or be required to retake any classes in which he
earned a grade |l ess than a 2.00 (a “C").

Any sequential course required for graduation that a student fails, must be successfully repeated before the student will be
allowed to enroll in the subsequent course. Both attempts at taking the course will be noted on the transcript.

Students may attempt to absolve a failing grade in another academic setting, such as another school or a home school. In
this case, students must request transfer credit through the usual channels following the successful completion of the course,
should they desire to have the course credit recognized by this academy. If such credit is granted, both attempts will be
noted. Any student, including one who has been granted transfer credit, may be required to take a placement test to be able
to enroll in any course for which placement testing is required, unless he has successfully completed at this academy the
previous course in the course sequence.

Courses for which a student eans an A, B, or C may not be repeated. A secondary student who earns a D in a course, but
who is not required to repeat the course by reason of being on academic probation, may nonetheless elect to repeat the
affected course before continuing in the course sequence in which the D was earned. However, his enrollment in the course
will be permitted only if there is sufficient space available for him after all other existing students who have earned the r ight
to register for the course have had the opportunity to do so. Both attempts at taking the course will be reported on the
student’s transcript.

Graduation Requirements:

The academy will offer two diploma options: the COLLEGE PREP DIPLOMA and the COLLEGE PREP WITH

DISTINCTION DIPLOMA. Entering freshmen are required to complete Math and English at CPA to receive a diploma. Core
Junior & Senior level courses, including CPA requirements, must be taken at CPA in order to graduate In the caseof

transfer students, the administration reserves the right t o decide which requirements should be met A senior entering CPA
from a nonaccredited program will not be able to earn a diploma, but may take available classes. Students must also
maintain a Grade Point of 2.00 or above, and must submit scores from either the ACT or SAT, as well as complete the course
requirements that apply to their desired diploma.

To be eligible to be namedvaledictorian or salutatorian , the student must: a) attend and complete high school in exactly
four years (i.e., early graduatesare not eligible), b) be enrolled at CPA as a fulktime student during the junior and senior
years or be enrolled in an approved college joint enroll ment

Definition of Carnegie Units - Secondary

In general, one Cornerstone unit is equivalent to one full year of instruction in a given course of study. Students enrolled at
Cornerstone Prep will earn course units on a semesterby-semester basis (with .5 Unit awarded for one semester).High
school semester grades stand alone & each semés must be passed to earn credit. On the secondary level, standard 1 unit
courses will meet at Cornerstone Prep for 50 minute class periods, three times per week, for 34 weés, with assignments
equal to 50 minutes minimum given for each day at homeunder the oversight and direction of the classroom instructor . This
schedule constitutes 150 clock hous of instruction in one school year. Thus, a student meeting the minimum attendance
requirement for a standard Cornerstone Prep course earns the equivalentCarnegie unit, the credit commonly reported on
high school transcripts and widely recognized by college admissions departments.

Transfer of Credit

Students wishing to transfer high school credit from another school for use toward earning a dipl oma at CPA should make
their request in writing by submitting the pro per form to the Academic Dean. Approval of such transfers shall be a function
of the Academic Office. Each high school course requested as a transfer credit toward a diploma requirementwill be
processed in terms of the following equivalents:

1. 1 complete semester course at a fultime school = %2 unit . 1 complete year course at a fulitime school= 1 unit

2. Each complete semester course in a home school or umbrella school program will be imlividually determined for
transfer of credit based on a general equivalency and mastery of course content.

3. CPA requires a student to canplete an academic yearthrough this academy and begin the subsequent semester
before being awarded transfer credit.

4. While credit may be granted for transferred courses, the academy willonly recognize actual course grades earnd at
nationally accredited institution s. Students who have taken courses at a public or private fulkttime school will not
be granted transfercredit unl ess their grade is a “C” or above.

High School Athletic Related Credit
High School credit for Athletics
1. .5 Carnegie physical education credit (Team Sports) will be awardedupon completion of 2 seasons ofHigh
School competitive CPA team sports, with a maximum award of 1 Carnegie unit for high school credit. This
includes serving as a manager or trainer for CPA athletic teams.
SAT/ACT Scores

For a student to graduate from CPA they must have taken eiter the SAT or ACT andhad their score sent to CPA.

Home Workload:

As a general rule, an hour of work at home is assigned for each hour of class at school. However, variables such as student
ability, work ethic, variety of assignments, and honors vs. standard courses will impact this standard. Elementary students
can expect to spend about 40% of their time on English and 30% on Math, understanding that these two areas are the
foundation for strong academics.

Beginning in Jr. H igh, students may have weekend Math homework. Beginning in 9t grade, students may have weekend
Math & English homework. Beginning in 11 grade, students may have weekend homework in all subjects.

All course requirements must be fulfilled by the date determined by the course instructor and the administration. Any

required work not completed by that date will be awardedagrade of “ 0.~ A student’'s final gr ad
date given for completion of the course using whatever grading system was employed for all other students in the course

(unless other arrangements have been previously made) and including allgrades earned up to that time. Teachers must

provide the administration with a description of the grading system to be used as well as any and all evaluation materials

(e.g. tests and keys) necessary for completing the course

Joint Enrollment:

The Jaint Enroliment program at Cornerstone Preparatory Academy is designed for seniors who wish to enter college on a

part-time basis and earn college credit while they complete the requirements for graduation from CPA. The purpose of this

program is to provid e studentswho are academically prepared and who meet the requirements, the opportunities and

chall enges of advanced course work while they continue to enjo
high school program. Joint enroliment ¢ andidates should be exemplary in conduct, Christian character and academic

strength. Admission to the program is not automatically granted. These students represent themselves, their Lord and CPA.

Not all students are mature enough to take on the challenge of a secular campus and the freedoms that accompany this

opportunity. A student is required to have been at CPA for one year prior to joint enrollment.

Late Work Policy:

Whoever loves discipline loves knowledge, but he who hates correction is stupid. (Proverbs 12:1)
Diligent hands will rule, but laziness ends in slave labor. (Proverbs 12:24)

This academy, desiring to promote both godly character qualities and high academic standards, has adopted the following
general principles concerning student assignments turned in at some time beyond their due date. These principles are
designed to promote the development of godly character qualities such as seHdiscipline, diligence, and self-control in the
lives of our students and to give faculty membersa framework within which they may formulate their individual class
policies.

1. An academic penalty (10 pts. elementary / 20 pts. Secondary) will be assessed for any work turned in late, unless
the teacher feels that the student had sufficient reasons for wrning the work in late or unless prior arrangements
had been made. I'n general, “sufficient reasons are event
termination is outside the immediate control of either the student or his fam ily. This principle is in place as a
means of encouraging our students to adopt and cultivate the biblical values of selfdiscipline, diligence, and self-
control.
2. Late work, if turned in the next class day following the original due date, will be accepted and evaluated, allowing
the student to receive at least some credit for his effotts. This principle is in place primarily as a means of
encouraging students to complete assignments, even when late, so that they might benefit from the learning
opportunities those assignments represent.
3. Unless prior arrangements have been made with the individual teacher or unless there are sufficient reasons for
turning the work in later, no late work will be accepted after the next class period beyond its due date or any time
afterthe end of the semester in which it is due. This princirg
at any given time is a reasonably accurate reflection of both his actual level or work and achievement up to that time
and his current standing in the course.
4. All students will be notified through the syllabus of the specific ways that the individual teacher will apply these
principles. This principle was adopted in order to assure that students would know how a given teacher intends to
hold them accountable for any demonstrated lack of appropriate responsibility, diligence, or self-discipline.
5. Secondary studentswho habitually turn in late work (after the second time) will no longer have the privilege of
turning in late work for credit.

Laptops
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High school students may use laptops in class. There will be no internet access in the classroom, unless specifically
authorized by the teacher. There will be no printing, headsets or earphones without permission. Violation may result in los s
of privi lege for the semester.

Missing Assignment Notice:
To keep parents informed, students/parents will be given an email notice through RenWeb when an assignment is not turned
in on time.

Modifications:

This academy is not currently equipped to modify its instructional or evaluation practices or procedures in response to a
student’'s |l earning disabilities or other special chalbdadsednges, s
upon what they have (or have not) done relative to a common standard, rather than upon individualized standards developed

in response to special needs.

Parent/Teacher Conferences:

Conferences are encouraged at any time of the year and may be initiated by the teacher or parent.

Printing from School Computer

Students needing to print documents on a school printer will be charged $1 for 1-5 typed pages. An additional charge of $1
will be added for each additional group of 1-5 pages.

Position/Policy on Difficult or Controversial Topics

One area of particular concern for Christian schools is the relationship between sound academic instruction and the
treatment of difficult or controversial issues. At CPA we do not intend to shield our students from all of the sin and uglin ess
inherent in a fallen world, but rather teach them to confront those realities openly and honestly from a God-centered
perspective. We desire to teach our students to be in the world without becoming of the world. We believe it is our
responsibility to train students under controlled ¢ ircumstances so they might be able to take ground for the Kingdom without
becoming casualties.

1. We will not encourage our children to retreat from contact with a sinful world, but rather train them to effectively
reach out to unbelievers.

2. We will from time to time engage in the study of other peoples, cultures, and thought forms, including godless
cultures, so that our students might be better able to understand and communicate with all whom the Lord brings
them into contact with.

3.  Whenever they are broughtinto contact with difficult or controversial realities, students will be taught and
encouraged to evaluate and correctly respond to those real
confront the world without becoming stained by the world.

4. Teachers will use the pedagogical opportunities presented by the treatment of difficult or controversial issues to
challenge their students to develop skills in analysis, evaluation, synthesis, and proper applications, and to apply
those skills to godly purposes.

Reporting of grades/ Report Cards:

Cornerstone Preparatory Academy will not issue Progress Reports due to weekly availability of grades on RenWeb.
Elementary grades from the previous week are available on RenWeb bynoon on Monday . Secondary grade s from the
previous week are available on RenWeb bynoon on Wednesday . Report Cards will be issued that are a summary of the 17
week semester. The 6week point and 12-week point are used for eligibility . Kindergarten does issue progress reports at
specffic intervals throughout the year.

Secondary Makeup Test Policy:
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When a secondary student misses a test for any reason, he/she will be required to make up the test at 8:00 am on the next
school day. For pre-planned absences, the tests willbetakenpror t o t he absence or at the teache

Schedule Change:

Coursesmaybeadded t o a student’'s initi al thirdedasssaneatirgtday grovidedsthalthe stedent t han t
is in good standing with the school and that space for him/h er is available in the desired course. A student maydrop a

course as late as one week after the first six weeks in any given semester without having the dropped course affect his grade

point average or appear on his transcript. Should he drop a course dter this time, a record of his enrollment will appear on

the transcript and he will receive a grade of WP (withdrew passing) or WF (withdrew failing). This grade will have no impact

on the student’' s (@oradreinfgneation ontha fme r a gneial impact of dropping courses, please

refer to fFi nan cHarents arm eduired fo sign@ dafed Drop Form to withdraw a student from a class.

Standardized Testing

Students in 31, 61, 7t 8 and 9t grades will be required to take achievement and ability tests offered each spring at CPA.
Students in 10t grade will be required to take the PSAT offered each fall at CPA. PSAT is optional for 11" grade.

Summer Reading & Summer  Math Review Packets

All secondary math students will be required to complete summer math review packets. Specific information, including the
math reviews and assessmentjs available on the CPA websiteprior to the end of the school year.

All secondary students will have required summer reading. Jr. High students will have one book. High school students will
have two or more books. Specific information, including book choices and assessment, will be available on the CPA website
prior to the end of the school year.

The time spent working at home during the summer will qualify as school day credit. Secondarystudents add additional
days to those at school equaling the full 90 required days per semester.

Tardy Policy:

In general, a tardy will be treated as a discipline problem. A student will be allowed one unexcused tardy in any given class
without consequence. For each unexcused tardy thereafter the following policy will be followed . (To bean excusedtardy, a
student must supply a note signed by a parent or school staff member to the teacherof the affected class when reporting to
class late. Only those tardies beyond the immediate control of the student or his parents will normally be considered
excused)

The late arrival of a student to class is disruptive to the class environment, teacherand fellow students. Repeated tardiness is
viewed as a matter of disrespect and will be enforced by the following foreach class

Technology Ethics and Use Policy
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The worldwide web provides a broad scope of educational resources that can be used to enhance the Cornerstone curriculum.
The objective of our computer/technology courses is to provide our students with regular opportunities to use technology to
develop skills that encourage productivity, creativity, critical thinking, safety and collaboration in the classroom and dail y

life. It will also be our responsibility to teach our students abou t the appropriate and ethical use of the Internet.

The Internet provides students with access to global data; therefore, some material may be inaccurate, offensive,
guestionable, sinful and not suitable for use at Cornerstone Preparatory Academy. With proper training, staff supervision,
acceptance of thestudent use guidelines and parental collaboration, the wealth of information from the Internet can be
utilized in a safe and productive manner.

General Student Use Guidelines:

1. Access to the Internet ismade available only under the supervision of CPA faculty or staff and student access
is granted through an individual account or password that may not be given to anyone else.

2. Students must NOT distribute any private information about themselves or other s (ex: address, phone
numbers, names, email address, age, personal descriptions etc.) through CPA technology.

3. Students may not download, install, and upgrade software programs (including games) from home or over
the Internet onto the school laptop or net work.

4. Students may not access, upload, download or distribute pornographic, obscene or sexually explicit
materials. If a student inadvertently accesses obscene material, he/she must immediately alert a CPA staff
member or the Instructional Technology Dire ctor.

Students may not change or alter any laptop settings or passwords.

6. Students will not delete or destroy any data that does not belong to them.

7. It will be the responsibility of the student to conserve, protect, and share technology resources with other
students.

Students will not infringe copyrights or plagiarize.
Students will not transmit IM (instant messages), e -mail, or video mail.

10. Students will not be permitted to sell, advertise, or conduct business unless approved as a school project.

11. Cornerstone will use the Internet for educational purposes only, but there is the possibility that offensive
material may be accessed despite all the precautions taken by the school. It will be the responsibility of the
student to immediately report any informatio n that they have received that makes them feel uncomfortable
to the Instructional Technology Director or a CPA staff member .

Personal Laptop Guidelines for High School Students:

1. CPA high school students may use personal laptops at school. The laptop musbe battery powered. No
printing, plug -ins or unauthorized access to the Internet is allowed. Headsets are permitted only if the
student is enrolled in an online course that requires it. The personal laptop is the responsibility of the
student.

2. CPA studentsenrolled in an online virtual course may have access to the CPA Internet network during a
supervised study hall only, but a copy of the course registration must be on file in the Academic Office prior
to access. Access is made available only under the gervision of a CPA staff member.

3. Student access to the CPA network is granted through an individual account or password that maynot be
given to anyone else nor accessed by anyone else.

4. Internet access is only approved for the online course. (No accessdr personal or entertainment purposes.)

Transcript/School Records:

1. Students with 6 classes or more are considered fultime at CPA; therefore CPA reports enroliment/attendance to the
appropriate county superintendent. Part -time students at CPA (lessthan 6 classes)are considered by Georgia law to be
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home-schooled. Therefore, parents will be required to file their Intent to Home School form with their county, as well as send
in monthly attendance reports to their county.

2. Elementary (K-6t grade) students will have on file a transcript of the classes taken through CPA, the grade given by the
academy, and class attendance. Parents may request a copy of all grades/transcripts and attendance, if desired, to use when
filing their state required repo rts.

3. CPA is accedited through SACS/AdvancED so that CPA high school transcript will be recognized by the Georgia Board of
Regents, and students will be eligible for joint enroliment and the HOPE scholarship.

4. Accreditation requires a permanent record be kept of all secondary (7'- 12" grade) student transcripts, including courses
completed, clock hours devoted to each, and the grade earned. Parents may be requested to turn in a copy of their monthly

home school attendance form to the officeforus e i n the student’'s transcripted record.

per transcript fee for CPA alumni or withdrawn students. There is a twoweek notice for all transcripts.

7. The original copy of the drug awareness certificate, given upon completion of the drug awareness course in Health, is

provided at no charge. Replacement certificates will cost $10 each.

8. Those high school students earolled for a full load of 6 classes will be eligible to receive a notarized Certificate of

Attendance from Cornerstone Prep for use in securing ¢eheir GA
form from the local school superinte ndent ' s of fi ce.

Withdrawal from Courses:

Should a student drop a course or withdraw from CPA no later than one week following the six-week point in any given

Writing Standards

All written work at CPA should be neat with correct spelling, grammar, and thought flow, with correct headings. St udents
may be required by the classroom teacher or the home teacher to rewrite unacceptable work.

For grades 13, students will learn manuscript and transi tion to cursive. For grades 4-6, students are expected to use cursive
writing. Secondary students are expected to be proficient enough in keyboarding to type their own assignments if they wish.
Beginning in secondary (7-12), students may choose their handwriting (print, cursive, or typed).

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ELIGIBILITY POLICIES:

Purpose

All students in grades 7-12 who are involved in any of the schootsponsored activities listed under Areas Affected by

Eligibility can be determined to be ineligible until the next six-week report or final grade is issued, at the discretion of the

Academic Deans or Administrator. These policies are for schoolsponsored activities where the student either publicly

represents the school or where the student represents other students. In both cases, the desire of ineligibility is to redue the

time spentin the preparaton f or publ i c competitions, performances, Or Trepres
time can be spent on his/her own studies, especially where failure is currently very likely.

Course Load Requirements for Academic, Athletic, & Fine Arts C ompetitions

To participate in secondary competitions, students must be registered for at least one academic core class on campus at the
academy.

Should CPA participate in leagues or associations that have stricter regulations on course load requirements CPA will defer
to their regulations.

Academic Performance Standards

All secondary students (7"-12h grades) must meet academic performance standards, as determined by the Academy Board,
for continued participation in all school -sponsored extra-curri cular activities. To remain eligible, students must maintain a
passing grade in ALL courses taken at the academy. Students who do not meet the passing standard for all courses will not
be allowed to participate in affected activities during the subsequent grade-reporting period. Students dropping a course
after receiving a failing grade will not be allowed to participate during the subsequent grading period. Furthermore, studen ts
on academic probation will not be allowed to participate in affected activ ities. No refunds, partial or otherwise, may be given
to students temporarily barred from participation due to academic or disciplinary problems. Should CPA participate in
leagues or associations that have stricter regulations on academic performance stadards, CPA will defer to their regulations.

Beginning High School Classification

If qualified, students at CPA can take courses that earn high school credit while still in 7" and 8™ grades. They can take these
courses without being classified as a ligh school student, as long as they have an equal or greater number of 7 or 8" grade
courses. However, there is a maximum of 18 semester hours that can be earned before their classification changes. Once a
student begins his 19" semester hour (including transfer credit) the student is classified as a 9" grader. From that point, the
student will only have four years of high school eligibility in both academic and athletic competitions. For this student, t hey
must then carry four or more courses during grades 9"-12h to be eligible all four years of high school.

Should CPA participate in leagues or associations that have stricter regulations on high school classification requirements,
CPA will defer to their regulations.

Age Limitations

Students also face an age limitation that affects eligibility. Any student at the academy who turns 19 by September 1 of their
senior year is not eligible to participate in any of the affected activities.

Implementation of Ineligibility

Once the administrati on has reviewed grading and recording, all sponsors, directors, and coaches will be notified if a student
has become ineligible. Each student and his parents will be notified, as well. The administration reserves the right to addto

the list of affected school-sponsored activities other extra-curricular activities, if the time involved in such activities is
deemed to be a possible detriment to a student’'s academic achi

Areas Affected by Eligibility
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Clubs, Athletics, Student Government, & Performance Groups: Ineligible students will be temporarily suspended from all
after school practices, meetings, and performances until their next progress reports are distributed indicating that their
grades have improved to a level permitting eligibility. Ineligible students may still attend games or performances, but only as
a spectator and not as a participant.

School Absence

If a student is absent from school (half of more exfra-student’ s
curricular activities that day, unless a student has extenuating circumstances and specific permission of administration.

Parent Roles:

Parent Coach The role of the parent coach is to provide individual practice and instruction to the son or da ughter at
home. The head coach will organize the sport, direct team practices, and communicate to the parent coaches any
information and directions concerning home practice.

Active Supporter This role by the parent most often relates to high school ahletics or fine arts. In competitive high
school student activities, the required level of training and skill needed for the activity tends to go beyond the expertise of
most parents. As a result, parents are instead asked to continue mentoring their children in character matters and to actively
support their children through regular attendance at games, performances, and even practices. Parents are also encouraged
to show their support through organizations like booster clubs, which play a vital role i n the reality of high school student
activity programs.

Admissions Procedures

1. Attend an Information Meeting: Parents are required to attend an on -campus Information Meeting about CPA.
These meetings are held at scheduled times, and prents will receive their admission packet at this meeting.

2. Complete Student Application: If, after reviewing the school material and praying about their decision parents are
still interested in the academy, they complete the application and return it to the school office. Theactual date
(postmark if mailed) when the application is received will be used in determining course
registration priorities over other new students. There is a per student application /placement fee required
at this time. This fee covers the admissions process and is nowefundable unless a student is not accepted. With
the application, parents are to supply copies of any school grade reports and/or achievement testing (within the last
two years). References from this application will be contacted.

3. Placement Testing and Evaluation: Academic courses offered at the academy may require placement testing for
students. This is done so that we can more appropriately place students in each course. Also, students entering into
11 or 12t grade need to submit a copy of their most recent research paper. Other tests might also be required later,
such as foreign language testing. The decision about what placement tests are needed, due to the transcripts/testing
results received with the application, is left to the discretion of the Admissions Committee.

4. Family Interview: School admission is a process that is handled by the Admissions Committee. The purpose of this
meeting is to make certain that each family has had a personal oppotunity to have all of their questions about the
academy answered and to make certain that the academy is the appropriate school for their children. An individual
on the Admissions Committee will call to arrange an interview.
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5. Letter of Acceptance: One the interview process has been completed, each student or family will receive a letter
from the Admission’s Committee. This letter will indicate
will be a registration packet that the family will u se to indicate their intent to attend CPA.

6. Course Registration and High School Di pl oma Pl anning: The
accepted students and be available to help with course registration questions. If a child is ahigh school student,
then the academic advisor will need to meet with the family to discuss various diploma options for graduation.
High school grade report copies or transcripts are required at this meeting.

Students at CPA will register for the next school year beginning in March. New students may not enter the academy mid
semester, and currently enrolled students may not enter a new class midsemester. The last day for any student to enter a
course would be the third day of class. CPA is committed to flexible registration that allows students to advance by

individual course rather than by complete grade level. Qualified Elementary students may go up or down one grade level in
specific subjects, providing they have met the class prerequisite or havequalified through placement testing. Qualified

Junior High students may go up two grade levels or down one grade level in specific subjects, providing they have met the
class prerequisite or have qualified through placement testing. Junior High students may not take elementary classes once
they reach /8 t grade. High school students register for the classes recommended and approved by their academic advisor
for their diploma plan, but may not register for Junior High classes once they reach 9t grade.

Students entering CPA for first grade must be age 6 by Septembersl; students entering K must be 5 by September #.

Attendance (Home -School Law):

Students attending Cornerstone Prep taking a full load of 6 classes do NOT register with their county as homeschool
students. Cornerstone Prep will report their enroliment/attendance to the county.

Only those students taking less than a full load (less than 6 classes) are required to file an Intent to Homeschool with their
county superintendent and send in monthly attendance forms. Georgia Home-School law requires 4 %2 hours of instruction
on 180 days per year. This instruction must include Reading, Math, Language Arts, Science & History. CornerstonePrep is
providing a portion of the instruction req uired. It is the parent responsibility to submit monthly attendance reports to their
county school board, including the instructional days provided by Cornerstone Prep and those provided at home. CPA
provides between 1761750f these days, depending on he grade level and the calendar.

Audio -Visuals:

It is our belief that the occasional use of visual media in classes can enhance the learning process by adding a visual

dimension to the academic experience, especially media of historical or literary nature. Out of respect for the different

convictions parents have in what they choose to let their children watch, if there are times when teachers have the

opportunity to utilize excerpts from certain videos which, although carrying a rating of PG, PG13 or R, powerfully bring the

concepts presented in class to the student’'s awareness, we wil
1. Allvisual media utilized in school courses will relate directly to the content being studied.
2. Allvisual media utilized in school courses will be evaluated and approved by the Academic Dean.

Prior written approval from parents will be obtained by the teacher for each student to watch, either in part or in whole, an y

video whose rating stipulates a higher age than the students to whom it will be shown. Students without parental approval

will be excused from class during the showing of the media.

Carpool & Arrival/Dismissal:

Morning arrival time for elementary is 8:30 — 8:45 am. Morning arrival time for secondary is 8:15-8:30. Students who
arrive later in the day should plan to arrive within 5 -10 minutes of their first class.

If a parent desires to come into the building, they must checkinwi t h t he of fi ce and fIfaempaentve a vi si
needs to communicate with a teacher, we ask that they leave a note in the school office and the office will communicate with

the teacher. This is done so that the students may have the supervisio and attention they need from their teacher when they

arrive in the morning. Students should not be in their classroom earlier than 8:30 for elementary and 8:15 for secondary.

Because we are a universitymodel school, students will be coming and going atvarious times throughout the day. Only the
school front entrance will be used for students coming into school. All elementary students must wait in the lobby to be
dismissed, no matter what time of day they are leaving. Secondary students have an opercampus so they are dismissed on
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their own. Parents are welcome to come into the lobby to wait for their students for mid -day pickup, but not at the end of the
day when the lobby will be full of students waiting for carpool to begin. Mid -day drop off or pick up should be within five
minutes of the start/end of class.

Celebrations:-

Due to the limited classroom time at Cornerstone Prep, we ask that all parties be given outside of school unless previously
arranged with the teacher. Should a parent like to plan a birthday recognition on a school day, it should be conducted
during the lunch period , include all children in the class, and be individual treats such as cupcakes or cookiesthat can be
easily served by the assistants.

Communication:

Communication between the school and home is vital to Cornerstone Preparatory Academy. Because we function in
somethingofateamt eaching situation with parents, communication is
School personnel will communicate directly with the parents on most school matters.

Classroom to Home

The assignment sheet is the most frequent and important method of communication. In elementary these will be
available on RenWeb byThursday at midnight . In secondary these will be available on RenWeb byFriday at

midnight . This will give information about course activity and homework, materials needed, and parent responsibilities for
the upcoming week. Other written communication for elementary will be sent home in a COMMUNICATION FOLDER that
will go back and forth between school and home.

The syllabus is another vital communication tool handed out at the beginning of the semester or year.

Grades are always available to parents via RenWeb . Grades fronthe prior week will be posted for elementary by Monday
noon and for secondary by Wednesday noon.

Home to Classroom

Parents should encourage their student to talk with teachers about academic course work. Parents should correspond with
teachers about couse content and student performance, especially to clarify situations in which the student is having
difficulty. Each teacher will, in the course syllabus, let the parent know what method of communication is preferred (note,
phone, email, etc.) and the limits on times they are available on their off days.

Schoolwide communication from school to home will be done at least once a month, sent via the Communication Folder,
email, or RenWeb.

Driving:

Students driving to school must have a Parking Permit application on file in the office, signed by student and parent.
Studentswilpar k in the designated area of the par ki ng-campusdrivingDr i vi ng
privilege will be revoked after the first event of dangerous driving.

Field Trips:

Field trips are a wonderful way to educate and socialize children. However, due to limited classroom time at Cornerstone
Prep, these will not be a scheduled part of our program. If field trips are desired, parental planning and involvement will be
necessay. For those interested, we encourage you to meet with teachers at the beginning of the year to plan outings on days
at home that would enhance the students planned curriculum. One day each semester will be a neassignment day for
elementary so that parents may plan a field trip.

Financial Policies:

1. AnApplication/Placement Testing Fee ($50) will be charged for each student. Determination of whether
Placement Testing will need to occur is left to the discretion of the Admissions Committee. Applications and fees will be
accepted throughout the year.
Refund Policy : The Application/Placement Testing Fee is a nonrefundable fee.
Exception: This fee is 100% refundable if a student is not accepted to CPA.

2. ARegistration Fee  ($100 per student per semester / $250 max per family) will be charged when an accepted
student registers for classes. Registration fees are paidluring March & September. Late Registration Fee is £00 per
student (after the two week registration oppor tunity).
Refund Policy : This is a nonrefundable fee. Exceptions are made if a family experiences death in

their immediate family, loss of work, job transfer out of the area, or if a

student does not receive any of the requested classes.
3. Tuiti_on and Material/Lab Fees are due and payable in full with a tuition bill for confirmed classes . Tuition is set at
$125 per semester hour. Material fees are charged for classes with no textbook, or for classes with considerable non
textbook resources sud as labs Tuition is payable April through August and October to February. Study Hall (maximum 2
per day) is $60 per hour

Refund Policy : The full financial obligation for registered classes takes place upon receipt of an email notification
that the tuition bildl l'isting the child’s classes is availa

Dropping a class or withdrawal from CPA does not alter that financial obligation.
Schedule changes do not alter the classttarges billed upon registration
unless additional fees are incurred for the new classes.

Unused tuition may be refunded if a family experiences death in their
i mmedi ate family, |l oss of work, job transfer out o
extended illness, or for any course canceled by CPA.

4. Spor ts/Activities Fees _ are paid prior to the start of the sport season along with required paperwork . All policies
regarding tuition apply. No refunds, partial or otherwise, may be given to students temporarily barred from participation in
athletic or other extracurricular activities due to academic or disciplinary problem s. Sr. High Sports ($350), Jr. High
Sports ($300 ), Off Season Train ing or Intramurals ($100). The per semester Secondary Activity Fee  ($50 ) or
Elementary Activity Fee ($25 ) covers clubs,social activities, extracurricular events, yearbook, and scripture shirt.

5. Textbooks & Uniforms are purchased by parents (see Uniform Code & Textbooks for more information).

6. Special Fees will be charged for Schedule Changes ($25), Achievement/Abi lity Testing ($50), Late Pick -Up
Fee ($15+), Joint Enrollment Fee ($100), PSAT ($50 ), AP coursework ($12 5), AP Exam ($10 0), CVA Fee

($25) and Graduation Fee ($2  00).
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7. All Fees arenontransferable  from student to student.
8. Any requests for refunds should be made inwriting to the Academy Board for consideration.

9. A$25 Fee will be charged for late payments (after the 15 ) as well asNSF returned checks.

10. If a tuition account becomes two months delinquent, CPA reserves the right b withdraw the student from the academy,

or deny registration for the following semesterand t o wi thhold the student’'s grades, tra
Tuition Account is current or paid in full. Seniors whose Family Tuition Account is not paid in full prior to graduation will

not be allowed to participate in graduation ceremonies, nor will they receive their diploma, until the Family Tuition Account

is paid in full.

One practice tornado drill will be held during the year. An Emergency Action Plan is in place and staff are informed yearly
about proper procedures.

Fundraising

Cornerstone Preparatory Academy operates on a costasis and therefore has a policy of charging tuition and fees that, as
well as can be predicted, adequately cover the cost of running the business of the academy. Therefore, no schoalide
fundraising will be done to cover day-to-day budget needs.

The only school-wide fundraiser permitted is the annual Cornerstone Capital Campaign,which is an effort to raise the funds
to purchase/build a facility that will be owned by CPA.

Occasional studentorganization fundraising may be allowed for a special event or project. Any fundraising of this type must
be approved by the Program Support Advisory Committee, prior to it being announced. Any fundraising of this type must
provide a usable service or product tothe students or families of the academy.

At no time is the academy email/address list to be used for any type of solicitation of any kind by parents or students.

Grievance Policies and Guidelines

It is important that institutions that purport to be Chr istian in their mission and relationships actually demonstrate fidelity

to Christian principles. CPA has established biblical guidelines for the resolution of disputes and grievances within the

academy. These guidelines are to be followed whenevertheres a di spute or grievance concerning
operations, between any two parties connected in a direct way to the academy. This includes students, parents, staff,

volunteers, administration, and board.

Students/Parents to Teachers

1. All concerns about the classroom must first be presented to the teacher by the parents, or if the student is
mature enough, by the student himself. A respectful, Christ-honoring demeanor is required at all times, by all
parties involved.

2. Ifthe problem is not resol ved, the parents or student may bring the concern to the appropriate administrator or
dean. If the student brings the concern, he must have permission from his parents to do so.

3. Ifthe problem is still not resolved, the parents should appeal to the Head Administrator. If there is no
resolution, they should make an appeal in writing to the CPA Board.

Parents to Administration:

1. If the parents have a grievance or dispute about the general operation of the school (apart from the operation of
the classroom), they should bring their concern to the appropriate person. A respectful, Christ-honoring
demeanor is required at all times, by all parties involved.

2. Ifthe situation is not resolved, they should present their concerns to the Head Administrator.

3. Ifthere is still no resolution, they should make an appeal in writing to the CPA Board.
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Staff to Administration:

1. All concerns about the standards of the school must first be presented to the appropriate person. A respectful,
Christ-honoring demeanor is required at all times, by all parties involved.

2. If the situation is not resolved, they should present their concerns to the Head Administrator.

3. Ifthere is still no resolution, they should make an appeal in writing to the CPA Board.

Hours of Operation:

The school office will be open 30 minutes before the start of school, and close 30 minutes after the end of the school day on
scheduled school days. Secondary students attend MV-F. A few secondary classes may be offered on-TTH, as well.
Elementary students attend T-TH.

CPA will have elementary school classroom hours 0f8:45 am to 3:30 pm and 8:30 am to 3:30 pm for secondary. Students
may enter the building 15 minutes before school at the start of the day, or 5 minutes before class during the day, and shoud
proceed to their first classroom.

The school office is open mostWednesdays(10-2) during the summer.

lliness /Emergency Medical Information

A student must have on file a completed or updated Emergency Medical Information Form before being allowed to begin
classes at CPA.

Students will be sent home if they become ill during the school day. If parents cannot be contacted, the emergency contact
on the Medical History/Release Form will be used.

If a student has had a fever of 100 or more and/or experienced vomiting or diarrhea within the previous 24 hours, they
should not attend school. Any type of communicable disease or illness must receive proper care to make sure the condition is
completely treated before the student returns to school.

| nsurance:

Student insurance will be provided by Cornerstone Prep to cover students while in attendance in class or at school sponsored
activities. This insurance is “secondary” insurance, providin

Lost & Found:

A lost and found area will be designated in the academy building. This area will be cleaned out twice per year, with advance
notice given, and all unclaimed items will be given to charity. To help limit the number of lost items, all ite ms from home
should be properly labeled.

Lunch:

A catered hot lunch is available to all students and staff. Monthly order forms will be sent home. Students not ordering
bring their own sack lunch and drink . Ice cream and drinks are available for purchase to those bringing lunch from home.

Seniors have the privilege of leaving campus for lunch. Those seniors who drive their own vehicle to school are permitted to
leave for lunch. The student leaving must sign out and in at the office and return in a timely manner so as not to be tardy to
class. Violations will result in a revocation of privileges.

Fast Food Friday is for secondary students. I f a studrent i s a
pickup at the usual lunch time, but we ask that you call the schooldf f i ce by 10am to |l et us know you
Medication:

This meansthat CPAd6s secondary (butscho@dt el ement
operates under an open campus policy, defined as follows:

1. Secondary students are not required to check in or out whenarriving or leaving the CPA campus for their classes on
regularly scheduled secondary school days (MW-F). Exception: Early Dismissal Sign-Out (see below)

2. Secondary student attendance records will be kept for all courses, study halls and lunch. (Pleaseefer to the
academy’'s “Definition of Credits & Minimum Per Credit Atte
Requirements. ")

3. Students are to be under supervision by being physically present in the class, study hall or lunch for which they are
registered whenever they are on campus. Being present on campus but not in the class or study hall or lunch for
which a student is registered, or present on campus at a time when the student does not have a scheduled class or
study hall may result in disciplinary action .

4. Parents are responsible for guiding their students regarding the use of their freedom to come and go from the
campus without securing the permission of school personnel
the use of this freedom are acountable to their parents, but not to the school.

5. No student will be allowed to walk off campus, unless the student lives next to the school and has written
permission from the parents to walk home.

6. Itis considered a discourtesy to the teacher and a disuptive influence to the learning environment for a student to
leave a class or study hall in session before that class has been dismissed. Therefore, unless prior arrangements
have been made or permission is granted by the teacher, leaving a class early Wbe considered a breach of good
conduct and treated as a discipline issue.

7. Students who drive to school are to park in the student parking area , using caution in the parking lot.

8. Seniors are the only students with the privilege of leaving campus for lunch. Those students who drive their own
vehicle to school are permitted to leave for lunch. Only the student driving the vehicle is permitted to go off campus
for lunch. Additional student passengers are not permitted.

Elementary Recess:

Since classraom time is limited, only a short recess period will be given, usually near the time of the scheduled lunch break.

Sign -Out for Early Dismissal:

Students who leave school early (before the end of their regularly scheduled classes) MUST sign out in theffice so that the
staff will know that the student is no longer on campus. Failure to sign the early dismissal form may result in disciplinary
action.

Electronic C ommunications:
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Students may carry cell phonesand other such communication devices on canpus, but they must be turned off and

stored in bags, backpacks, etc. All student communications with parties outside the school should go through the central
office while a student is on campus. Any variance to this policy must be granted by the Administration. No use of electronic
devices or audio/video recording is allowed in the classroom without the permission and knowledge of the teacher.
Inappropriate use of an electronic communication device will have the following consequences:

Ist The devicewi | | be confiscated by any staff member and stored in
parent. It may be picked up by the student at the end of the day.

2nd The devicewill be confiscated by any staff member and stored inthe principal " s of fi ce. An email w
parent.

3rd One day suspension and the devicenay be picked up by the parents only.

4th Subsequent violations will result in five days suspension and possibleexpulsion.

Testing at school/home:

Cornerstone teachers will communicate testing schedules to the Parent teacher through the Communication Folder. There
may be times when Parent teachers will be asked to administer a test at home so that classroom tire is optimized. The
following guidelines should be followed when tests are administered at home:

1  The test sent home must be administered by the home teacher who is available to answer questions without crossing
the boundary of giving the answer.
Thestudent should sit in a visible Iocation with no “helps” wur
The student should complete the test in one sitting as they would in class.
The parent sets an appropriate time limit for the test if none is designated by the class teader.
Once completed, the parent should review the test for completion, staple & sign on the seal indicating verification of
proper home test procedure.
1  The test should be placed back in the Communication Folder to return to school.

Secondary students are limited to a maximum of 4 quizzes/tests per day.

Textbooks:

Purchase of the necessary textbooks is the parent 'ddextboeksponsi bi
with a student’'s confirmed class schedule each semester. Par e
desire. At the end of the spring semester, CPA will coordinate a Used Book & Uniform Sale so that parents may purchase

from each other used books for future use. No used textbooks with answers in them or those already written in or

highlighted may be used. Our recommended resource for textbooks iswww.classbook.com

Every year at Grnerstone Prep, textbooks will come up for review and evaluation, and every year there may be some new

selections made. Extensive effort will be expended to find texts that cover a particular academic area in a format that is &

cost-effective as possibe. Major consideration will be given to how well the text of choice aligns with our Christian values;

however, we may not always be able to find Christian texts with the academic criteria we stress at CPA. Consideration must

also be given to how well a text can perform in the school classroom as well as at home with the parent and student.

There is no “perfect” textbook (except the Bible, -mfedtextsur se) .
can occasionally include things that some of us may disagree with or find offensive. Whenever our teachers become aware of

these areas of concern, they will make an effort to clarify our basic Christian beliefs and identify how a particular item is in

conflict with tho se beliefs. We encourageparents to do the same. Help your students to understand that all things written

in books are not necessarily true. Help them to test all things by the Truth revealed in the Bible.

One of our primary aims and objectives at Cornerstone is to avoid havingtextbook-driven courses. We will strive to find

ways to use textbooks as “resources” and to make the curriculu
units (especially in grades 18), allowing the students to see the connections betveen subjects, as well as between their

learning and their faith. Each of the courses listed in this catalog, however, is a stanealone course. The connections and

Modes of discourse, assumptions
underlying rhetorical strategies, connotation, metaphor, irony, syntax, and tone will be stressed. Emphasis will
be placed on writing critical analyses of literature and essays in exposition and argument, poetry, drama, prose
fiction, and expository literature.

Students in the 11h-12h grades study independently, as required in post-secondary education programs. Parents
should be available to assist as needed with organization, accountability, and spiritual guidance.
