How to go about Enrolling a Student in Public School
(to take advantage of BH 1133 Tax Credit Scholarship)
Students attending private schools in Georgia are eligible to receive scholarships through the Georgia Tax Credit Scholarship program  (HB 1133) established in 2008. However, the law states that these students must be enrolled in a Georgia secondary or primary public school to qualify.  These students do not have to attend, but must be enrolled.
The SBOE rule (160-5-1-.28) defines and separates enrollment and attendance as two distinct activities.

Enrollment :  The registration of a student in the local school system of residence.  A parent, guardian, other person residing within this state having control or charge of any child or children, or the student (in the case of an emancipated minor) provides the local school system with the appropriate documentation (see below).  Once enrolled, the child shall be eligible to attend the assigned school.


Attendance :  A student’s physical presence in educational programs for which he/she is enrolled.
Please consider the following information when you go to enroll your student:
Many of the state public school systems (including Cobb County) have established a procedure to “enroll” these students, but not enter them into the student information system, thus avoiding unnecessary work for the public school staff, knowing the student will not actually be attending.

When  you call for an appointment or go into the school to register/enroll, please explain that you are using HB 1133 and bring all of the documents listed below which are necessary for school enrollment. Documentation Required:


· Proof of Birthday (birth certificate, driver license, passport, etc.)
· Student Social Security Card OR  JF-4 (Statement of Objection to the Use of SS# for Student Identification)
· Parent/Guardian Picture ID

· Two forms showing Proof of Residency (title, utility bill, license, etc., but not cell phone bills)

· 3231 (Certificate of Immunization ) signed by a licensed health-care provider or the county health department OR Form JLC-4 (Waiver of Immunization Request due to conflict of Religious Beliefs)
· 3300 (Certificate of Hearing-Vision-Dental Screening) dated within 12 months of the date of enrollment
